Instructions for Military Flyers (Pilots, Navs, Sensor Operators, Chamber Operators, etc):   

If you receive an annual military flight physical you can accomplish an FAA exam at the same time, IF you accomplish the on-line form ahead of time.
1. Call Flight Medicine at x4730 to have the required urinalysis added to your flight physical.

2. Go to URL:   https://medxpress.faa.gov and click “request account.”

3. An account username and password will be emailed to you.

4. Fill out the demographic information on computer.

5. Then report to the med group

· Provide a urine sample at the lab. 

· Bring proof of completion of the medxpress on-line application (print screen) to your flight physical.

1. Call Flight Medicine at x4730 to have the required urinalysis ordered for your FAA medical exam.
